We choose to focus on the plot of Stevens’ father’s death because these scenes shows
self-deception and professionalism, which are the important issues in the novel. These
scenes summarize the attitude of Stevens in the whole novel, which is to always put apart
his own feelings in order to pursue his duty no matter the situation he is facing.

Regarding the scenes of the present, the first one will be Mr. Farraday trip suggestion,
which clearly depicts both Stevens departure to meet Miss Kenton and the tragedy he has
faced over the years. (P5-6). The second one is the last conversation between Stevens and
Miss Kenton in which he finally realized that Mr. Benn took Miss Kenton out of his life
(P.173). The final scene of this section is the end of the story in which while sitting on the
bench, watching a group of strangers chatting and laughing together happily, Stevens all
of sudden start to think bantering is not just a skill to please his master, but “the key to
human warmth. (P.177)”
