Education for sustainable development can help
empower students to become change makers. One of our most urgent challenges is climate change. This
course provides students with theory and practical working concepts in CSR and sustainability. The topics
include but are not limited to: CSR initiatives, CSR communication, CSR strategy, sustainable
development goals (SDGs), sustainability reporting, sustainability challenges, sustainable business, climate
change, cultural diversity, B corporations, responsible business practices and university social

responsibility.
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The scope of SDGs is broad and there are fundamental ways that businesses can help address these goals.
Students will thoroughly examine the 17 global goals and learn how businesses can contribute to these

goals.
